The Point: God invites us to join Him in His work. 

The Bible Meets Life: I receive invitations on a regular basis. Not 

the big invitations such as, “The President and First Lady invite you 

to spend Christmas at the White House.” The invitations I receive are 

more mundane. This past week I received several invitations in the 

mail. The local car dealer invited me to look at their new inventory 

and maybe even spend thousands of dollars on a vehicle. I’ll pass.    

A satellite TV provider invited me to enter into a two-year contract at 

a price that will not go up during the two years. No thanks. I also   

received an invitation from the county to pay my property taxes in a 

timely manner and avoid jail time. I might take them up on that one. 

While it would be unwise to accept every invitation we receive, we 

should accept some without hesitation. One is God’s invitation to 

join Him in His work, and the primary way He delivers the invitation 

is to reveal what He’s doing. Elisha sets the example for how we 

should respond to God’s call to join Him and serve. 

Live It Out: Confess. Pray and ask God to reveal to you any excuses 

you have used regarding God’s call upon your life and serving Him. 

Confess and repent from them. Assess. Complete a spiritual gift    

assessment. You can download one at explorethebible.lifeway.com/

wp-content/uploads/2018/03/DOC-Spiritual-Gifts-Survey.pdf. Ask 

God to use it as a guide towards serving Him. Express. Speak to 

your pastor or a staff person at your church about your spiritual gifts.
